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WELCOME to a new term at nursery, with the summer holidays fast approaching. A special welcome to
Harry, Niels, Elizabeth, Bradley, Aimee, Noam, James, Rebecca, Isabelle and their families who have all
joined us recently. We hope you enjoy your time with us. Apologies for the lack of a newsletter again last
term (we are still looking for a Chair Person!). This is how the Committee communicates with parents to
keep you informed of Nursery news so please read on...

NEW BUILDING! As you probably know by now, we are expecting to have our building replaced in the
coming months. A planning application for the new building has been submitted. It will be in the same spot
as our existing building, so it will be necessary for us to move out for a period of about 3 months, whilst the
work goes on. The move itself will be small, since Cumnor School is making one of its temporary buildings
available to us (backing on to our play area) but there will be some challenges to overcome. For instance,
we won't have the use of our play area so we will have to use the school playground and hall when they are
not in use by the school. Temporary toilets and storage will be installed. We hope that the transition will be
easy for the children, as the staff will stay the same and most of the furniture and equipment that they are
used to will move to the temporary building. Whatever difficulties we may face will only be for a short time
and we will have a brand spanking new Nursery to look forward to at the end of it all! We will be looking for
volunteers to help with the move nearer the time.

The move to temporary accommodation will have some bearing on which session, morning or
afternoon that your child will be attending in September. A fuller explanation will be included
with the request slips that you will be receiving soon.

SUNNY DAYS We are at last having some summer weather. Don't forget to apply sun cream before
coming to nursery and bring a hat. We'll provide a hat if you forget. Please make sure all items of
clothing and bags are named to help the staff at the end of the session!

FUNDRAISING

We'll be holding another CAKE SALE on Friday 9 July. Please make us some cakes, biscuits or sweets to
sell, or send bought ones if you prefer. We'll send a paper plate home the week before the sale to remind
you. As usual, we'll be selling at lunchtime outside pre-school and from around 3pm at the main school gate.
TESCO VOUCHERS We managed to collect 5,300 vouchers, thanks to you and a little help from our
friends! This year we have decided to bank them so that we can choose something when we are in the new
building, adding them on to next years collection and getting something really special.
